TARGET LIQUOR BOOSTER
July 29, 2014

DETAILS: On Tuesday, April 8, 2014 at 9p.m., the pictured suspect entered the TARGET at 3433
Sepulveda, loaded a shopping cart with bottles of liquor, pushed the cart to another area of the store
where he placed the bottles in a large, red fabric bag with a shoulder strap and then fled with same out
the front door.

While loading the shopping cart, suspect caused a bottle to fall from the shelf to the floor, shattering same
and prompting several employees’ to respond, but it did not deter him from completing the theft.

UPDATE: On Friday, Jul 18, 2014 at 10:14 A.M., suspect again entered TARGET, 3433 Sepulveda
carrying two duffle bags in a target shopping cart. He walked to the alcohol isle, removed merchandise
from display shelves, concealed the merchandise in the duffle bags and exited the store.

SUSPECT DESCRIPTION: 1* incident: black male adult, 20-25 years, wearing a black baseball hat with
yellow emblem, gray print shirt, gray long shorts, white tennis shoes.

2" incident: black male adult, 25-35 years, 6’0" tall, 200 Ibs, muscular, wearing a red hat, red long sleeve
shirt, black/gold basketball shorts, red and white shoes.

SUSPECT VEHICLE: Gray SUV captured on video in both crimes (in images below), possibly a Jeep
Liberty.
