SECTION 4.6 EMPLOYEE INSURANCE 
In compliance with the provisions of the Affordable Care Act, an employee who works more 
than thirty (30) hours per week on a regular basis over twelve (12) months will receive City paid 
one-party part-time health insurance. 

 
A. Medical Insurance  

1. The City shall pay the PERS statutory minimum per month per employee for active 
health insurance. The PERS statutory minimum employer contribution can only apply 
toward the health insurance plans.  

 
2. Active Employees:  In addition to the PERS mandated amount (addressed in the 

matrix below) active employees shall be provided with an amount which may be used 
by the employee to pay for approved health insurance plan premiums. The allocation 
of funds for these purposes are outlined in the matrix below:
